A look at the markings, colour schemes and vehicles of the Canadian Army.

Part 17: Canadian M109s Here and There

M109 '25F' - 1st Regiment, The Royal Canadian Horse Artillery, 4 Canadian Mechanized Brigade Group, Lahr, West Germany, 1968

This vehicle has 2'x2" wooden boards stowed on the sides which have been
painted the same colour as the hull sides. They are cam net supports.

M109A3 "15F' - 1st Regiment, Royal Canadian Horse Artillery, 4 Canadian Mechanized Brigade Group, Lahr, West Germany, 14 May 1988

Two interesting points to note in the front view: there
is only one maple leaf on the turret front and the
hessian cover ties to the gun travel support covers
a bright orange 'dangerous cargo' plate, uncovered
when live ammunition is aboard.

The brown strip along the upper hull is velcro, used to hold the MILES detectors
sometimes used during exercises.

Note the horse on the hull
front which is black, rather
than white, which is seen
far more often.

The numbering on the rear
doors is common in size,
colour and position for all
the vehicles in Europe at
that time.

M109A3 '25A" - 3rd Regiment, Royal Canadian Horse Artillery, 1 Canadian Brigade, Ex Rendezvous '85, Wainwright, Alberta, 1985

All of the 3 RCHA vehicles on RV'85 seem to have
had their barrels wrapped in a cam net as shown
here, as well as the liberal application of both cam
nets and strips of hessian scrim on the turret and
hull front and sides.
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
